During your visit, sounds of the nearby stream and

jungle play over the audio system, and mood lighting appears on the

foliage. Here, you’ll learn about the needs, complexities, management

and preservation of tropical forests. Inside El Portal, you’ll see

interactive exhibits and bilingual displays, and view a 12-minute film

about the tropical forest narrated by actor Jimmy Smits. The staff

will also be on hand to provide further information regarding the

center and rainforest. Before you leave, a brief stop will be made at

El Portal’s gift shop.

Next, you will discover El Yunque’s diverse wildlife, including birds,

lizards and other small creatures. A photo stop will be made at the

beautiful La Coca Falls, and at the 69-foot Yokahu Lookout Tower for

expansive views of the lush foliage, mountain peaks and distant ocean.

You will then begin a low-impact, 25-minute nature walk on the Baño

Grande Hiking Trail. You will begin at the Palo Colorado Information

Center, pass the Baño Grande, a large man-made pool built by the

Civilian Conservation Corps in the 1930s, and enter the Palo Colorado

Forest, one of four types of forests in the El Yunque Rainforest.

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an inside visit. Located just minutes from the bridge, the Castle of

San Felipe was built during the 17th century in honor of the Spanish

King Felipe II. The fort, with its powerful battery of cannons

strategically positioned at the entrance to Lake Izabal, offered protection

to Spanish ships crossing its waters, and transporting products and

supplies to and from Spain and La Habana. Its walls offered protection

from pirates that used to navigate the river and attack the boats they

encountered along the way.

In 1686, a pirate assault burned most of the fort, and the attacks

continued until a series of treaties were signed between Spain and

England. As a result, the Castillo lost its importance as a defensive

fort, and was converted into a prison. It was later abandoned, and fell

into a state of disrepair until its renovation by Architect Francisco

Ferrus in 1955. Although rebuilt based upon its original plans, the

Castle of San Felipe still retains two cannons dating back to the 1790s,

and a pair of 400-year-old towers.

Following your tour, you will proceed to the Catamaran Hotel for

refreshments before returning to the ship.

Flores’ streets

are irregular and very narrow, but the views from the island are

spectacular. During your visit, you will see the white-domed cathedral

and attractive houses painted in bright colors on the high point of

the island.

Following your visit, you will be transferred to the Mundo Maya

airport for your return flight.

Discover the Mayan way of life along the Tatin River, and the generosity

of the non-profit organization that made it all possible during this

memorable visit to the Q’eqchi indigenous river community. Depart

the pier aboard a 30-passenger boat  and proceed for the ride towards

Rio Dulce; an area of exquisite natural beauty that serves as a sanctuary

to a variety of aquatic birds and wildlife. Upon arrival, you will visit

Ak’ Tenamit, a Maya Q’eqchi community development located on

the Tatin River.

Ak’ Tenamit is a non-profit organization founded in 1992 by

American visionary Steve Dudenhoefer. This successful volunteer-

supported operation helps with the sustained development and

recuperation of the Mayan culture within the Q’eqchi villages of Rio

Dulce. Ak’ Tenamit provides assistance to more than 9,000 people that

were displaced as a result of land reform and violence stemming from

the civil war of 1963-1996. These people have been relocated to 45

villages in this area.

Ak’ Tenamit conducts programs on education, crafts, health,

organic agriculture, eco-tourism, community development, gender

equality, and more. Its headquarters is divided between the north side

of the Rio Dulce Canyon, where the first school was built and a

floating dental clinic is stationed, and the Tatin River, where an

ecological footpath through the forest, arts and crafts shop, a

restaurant and second school has been established. Ak’ Tenamit uses

computer-based tutorial learning to empower rural students to be

successful in their own rural setting. During your visit, you will be

served a local snack and have the opportunity to purchase souvenirs

made by local artisans.

Next, you will continue across the river to the opposite bank, and

sail past a mangrove lagoon and water lilies for an opportunity to learn

how Q’eqchi villagers live. En route, you will see the headquarters on

the north side of the Rio Dulce Canyon.

Depart the pier aboard a dive boat for the ride to the RMS Rhone,

a 310-foot-long wreck that sank in 1867 with about 80 passengers on

board. Located adjacent to Salt Island, she is world-renowned as a

night and wreck dive site. Although most of the diving in the British

Virgin Islands can be described as novice-to-intermediate-level diving,

the RMS Rhone is located in open water where water and current

conditions can change rapidly. As a result, this tour is only 

recommended for advanced divers.

Upon arrival at the wreck, you will be outfitted with diving

equipment, then receive your safety and diving instructions before

entering the water. During your dive, you will see an abundance of

coral and marine life. The bow section of this 310-foot-long wreck

remains almost completely intact, enabling you to explore her interior.

Items to be seen include brass portholes, silver spoons embedded
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about the diverse coral and sponges that comprise it. Along the way,

your guides will point out a myriad of fish, corals and sea anemones.

Less adventurous guests may opt to simply relax, and soak up the

ambience on a private beach while watching the ships at sea.

Following your visit, you will embark your kayak for the return ride

across the bay to the marina, then be transferred back to the ship.

Experience Curaçao by land and sea during this orientation tour of

Willemstad, and a visit to the Seaworld Explorer semi-submarine.

Depart the pier for the scenic drive to the Curaçao Hilton Hotel,

where you will board the Seaworld Explorer, a state-of-the-art semi-

submarine developed in Australia for use on the Great Barrier Reef.

The vessel does not submerge; you will descend into the hull of this

cruising underwater observatory, sit in air-conditioned comfort five

feet below the surface of the water and observe the sea life through

large, clear glass windows.

Next, you will embark on a narrated tour of the coral reefs on the

south side of the island. Just offshore, and in full view of your

underwater vantage-point, you can clearly observe a wall dropping

sharply to depths of several hundred feet. You will also see an

abundance of tropical fish and delicate colonies of centuries-old coral.

You will then watch as hungry fish surround a diver hand-feeding them

right in front of your window. A marine expert will be on hand to

provide you with information regarding this fascinating underwater

world, and answer your questions.

Once back on land, you will drive over the Queen Juliana Bridge,

200 feet above Willemstad. The bridge offers magnificent views and

photo opportunities of the capital and Queen Emma Pontoon Bridge,

which provides a pedestrian link between Otrobanda and Punda.

Next, you will continue on to Chobolobo. A brief stop will be made

to sample a taste of Blue Curaçao liqueur at the Chobolobo Liqueur

Factory. On the return drive to Punda, your guide will point out major

landmarks along the way.

During a brief stroll inside the caves, you will pass by an

ancient shelter for slave shepherds, and exceptional 1,500-year-old

religious scenes carved into the rock walls. At the foot of the caves,

you will find the easy-to-follow Petroglyph Trail.

Next, you will continue on to the Curaçao Museum in Otrabanda.

Founded in 1946, it was previously housed in a former military

quarantine hospital. The Curaçao Museum combines contemporary

art with an exhibition of life in Curaçao during the mid-19th century.

You will then cross over the Queen Juliana Bridge for a brief stop at

Chobolobo to sample a taste of Blue Curaçao liqueur at the Chobolobo

Liqueur Factory.

Your tour will conclude with an orientation tour of Willemstad. As

you drive through the downtown area, your guide will highlight major

points of interest that include the Mikve Israel Emmanuel Synagogue,

the oldest synagogue still in use in the Western Hemisphere.

Following your tour, you may remain on board the coach for the

brief transfer back to the ship, or opt to remain in town and return

to the ship at your own expense.

please note: Wear comfortable walking shoes, and bring biodegradable
sunscreen, a hat and sunglasses from the ship. There are 50 steps to climb at the
Hato Caves. Coach drivers will slow as much as possible for photos on the Queen
Juliana Bridge; however, they cannot come to a complete stop.

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Willemstad Trolley Train Tour • CUR-423

Transport: Taxi and Open-Sided Trolley Train with Canopy 

Experience the beauty of Curaçao on a scenic Trolley Train tour through

historic Willemstad.

Depart the pier via taxi for the drive across the Queen Juliana Bridge

that rises 200 feet above Willemstad, and offers magnificent views

and photo opportunities of the capital. After passing over the bridge,

you will then proceed to your awaiting trolley train. Once on board,

you will ride past Fort Amsterdam, then continue on to Scharloo, a

former residential neighborhood lined with picturesque homes built

by Curaçao’s wealthy merchants during the 1880s. A stop will be

made at Bolo di Bruit, known as the wedding cake house. The city’s

most-photographed building, it is now the site of the Central

Historical Archives.

Upon leaving Scharloo, you will pass Pietermaai Cathedral, the

largest and most impressive church on the island, then the Floating

Market on Sha Caprilleskade, where Venezuelan merchants sell fish

and vegetables from their boats. You will pass by the Mikve Israel

Emmanuel Synagogue, the oldest synagogue still in use in the

Western Hemisphere. In addition, you will see Queen Wilhelmina

Park, the site of frequent cultural events, and Waterfort Arches, an

imposing fortress that was the site of the Willhem III barracks.

Your tour will conclude with a visit to Fort Amsterdam, built in 1635

to guard the vital entrance to the harbor from enemy ships. This

citadel was converted into the governor’s palace, and the Office of

the Central Government of the Netherlands Antilles. At the rear of the

courtyard stands Fort Church, Curaçao’s oldest Protestant church.

Following your tour, you may take the pre-arranged taxi for the

brief transfer back to the ship, or opt to stay in town and return to

the ship at your own expense.

please note: This tour does not include a visit inside the Mikve Israel
Emmanuel Synagogue.
