Experience the stark contrast that exists between Saigon’s lush,
natural beauty and war-torn past during visits to the country’s orchard
region and Cu Chi tunnels.

Depart the port for a memorable visit to the largest tropical orchard
region in Eastern Saigon. Here, local farmers raise a wide array of
tropical fruit trees, including aangostines, ramputans, papayas, jackfruit,
pineapple, and milk apples, and irrigate their crops via the Saigon
River. You will have an opportunity to sample these seasonal fruits in
a farmer’s garden, explore the garden and visit the inside of the house.
You will also watch the local farmers cook food by using everything
in their gardens as firewood, and sip green tea made from leaves
plucked from their gardens.

They lived
and fought from solid underground tunnels capable of withstanding
the weight of tanks, and impact of 50-pound bombs. These vast
networks extended more than 120 miles, and included meeting rooms,
smokeless kitchens, sleeping quarters, a healthcare center, and tunnel
entrances. Along the way, you will view the processing of fragile rice
paper, a booming home-industry in this area. Upon arrival at Cu Chi, you
will watch a short video tracing the origins, construction and design
of the thick-roofed underground tunnels. A military guide will explain
the underground network, and display some of the tools and weapons
utilized by the guerrillas. You will also visit a shooting range where you
can fire guns used during the Vietnam War.

Finally, you will proceed to the bank of the Saigon River for lunch at
a local restaurant owned by a former soldier who fought from the Cu Chi
Tunnels.

April 17, 2009 — Hoi An/My Son Holy Land/Hoi An

After breakfast at the hotel, you will depart via off-road vehicle for a
half-day tour of My Son Holy Land. This World Cultural Heritage Site
is a large complex of religious relics that comprises more than 70
architectural works, and includes temples and towers connected to each
other by a series of intricate red brick designs. The main component
of the site’s Cham architectural design is the tower, which was built to
reflect the divinity of the king. During your visit to My Son Holy Land,
you will see the 1,000-year-old brick ruins of temples built by Central
Vietnam's Hindu Chams, and damaged during the Vietham War.
Following your visit, you will be transferred back to Hoi An for lunch
at a local restaurant, and a tour of the town.

Once Vietnam's principal trading center, Hoi An reached its zenith
in the 17th and 18th centuries. The town’s architecture boasts
a fascinating mix of Vietnamese, Chinese, Hindu, Japanese, and
Portuguese influences. You will take a guided walk through the local
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market, Hoi An Museum and a traditional merchant’s house, built to
withstand floodwaters in the rainy season. You will also see the Japanese
covered bridge and Phuoc Kien Temple, devoted to Thien Hau,
Goddess of the Sea. During your visit, some time will be made available
to stroll through the town at your leisure. Following your tour, you will
be transferred back to the hotel. Dinner will be at the hotel. Overnight
at the Victoria Resort-Hoi An.

April 18, 2009 -Hoi An/Hue/Chan May

After breakfast at the hotel, you will depart for a tour of Hue, or Thuan
Hoa the Imperial City of the Nguyen Emperors. Surrounded by the
rice fields of Central Vietham between the fertile Red River and
Mekong Deltas, this prosperous city was selected as the headquarters
of the Nguyen Lord in the 16th century. In 1802, Hue was named
Vietnam's capital city following Nguyen Anh’s defeat of the Tay Son,
and ascension to the throne as Gia Long. During his reign, King Gia
Long (1762-1819) was credited with building and fortifying Hue, thus
laying the groundwork for successive kings and future generations.
To this day, Hue remains an important trade center in the region. Its
chief economic activities include tourism, and the manufacture of
textiles and cement. Hue is connected by road and rail to Hanoi and
Ho Chi Minh City. The city is also served by Phu Bai Airport, which was
originally constructed as a United States airbase for use during the
Vietnam War from 1959-1975.

Upon arrival in Hue, you will proceed for an inside visit to the Royal
Citadel. First constructed by Emperor Gia Long in 1801 and enhanced
by Emperors since, the Royal Citadel is almost 6.2 miles in circumference,
with walls that are more than 19 feet high and 65 feet thick. The moat
encircling the entire Royal Citadel is more than 75 feet wide, with a
depth of 13 feet. The Royal Citadel's ten original entrances today serve
as roads and bridges in the Citadel area where people live and farm. You
will view the splendid architecture of the Noon Gate, a site where past
kings would announce the names of new Doctors of Philosophy, and
the new calendar. From here, you will proceed to the Palace of Supreme,
whose regal red gold columns and lavish furnishings have been
restored to their original grandeur. Next, you will walk to the Imperial
Enclosure where the Emperor’s official functions were carried out;
essentially, a citadel within a citadel. The Forbidden Purple City was
reserved for the private life of the Emperors. From 1802 to 1945, 13
Emperors of the Nguyen Dynasty ruled from the Forbidden Purple
City of Hue.

After a Royal lunch at a local restaurant, you will embark a dragon
boat for a relaxing cruise on the Perfume River. Along the way, a stop
will be made at the Heavenly Lady Pagoda, or Thien Mu Pagoda. The
symbol of the city and one of the holiest pagodas in Vietnam, the

Heavenly Lady Pagoda was constructed in 1601 by Lord Nguyen Hoang,
governor of the Thuan Hoa Province. In the 1960s, however, the pagoda
served as a hotbed of anti-government protests. Today, by contrast, the
pagoda is a serene place where novices tend to the bonsai garden
and monks deliver incantations in the main temple.

Next, you will visit the tomb of Tu Duc, Emperor of Vietnam from
1848-1883. He is regarded as one of the more decadent and cruel
Vietnamese Emperors. Although he was a dedicated Confucian, his
unusually indulgent lifestyle included lavish feasts, over 100 wives and
girlfriends, tea made with water collected as dew from lotus leaves,
and more. He also had one of his brothers put to death following
his involvement in a revolt against him. The Tomb of Tu Duc was
constructed between 1864-1867, and is among the more grandiose
tombs in Hue City and the surrounding areas. In an attempt to foil
grave robbers, his body was never interred inside the tomb, and all
involved in his burial were beheaded. The location of his body and
treasures remain unknown to this day.

Your tour concludes with a visit to the Conical Hat Village, or Phu
Cam Village, in Phuoc Vinh, where most villagers live and practice their
craft. Made from latania, palm leaves and bamboo, these colorful hats
often depict Hue City scenes that include the Truong Tien Bridge,
Thien Mu Pagoda, Ngu Binh Mountain, a boat on the Perfume River,
or the charming girls of Hue City. In addition to offering protection
from the sun and rain, these hats are somewhat of a fashion statement
among the women of Hue City, and serve as an endless source of
inspiration for poets and writers.

Following your tour, you will be transferred to the pier, and embark
the ship.

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Daily Life in Hong Gai — Walking Tour « HNG-4160

Transport: On Foot

Enjoy a taste of everyday life in a typical local town during this
picturesque walking tour through Hong Gai.

There are no historical sights or significant history to be found on this
walking tour; it is a short diversion for those not wanting to take the
long trip into Hanoi.

Located at the foot of Bai Tho Mountain between China and Hanoi,
the mining town of Hong Gai is centered around the huge local coal
deposits found nearby, but is also active in the seafood and industrial
manufacturing industries.

Depart the pier with your local guide for a pleasant stroll along the
bustling main street. You will observe the locals conducting their
business in much the same way as centuries past. This setting is made
even more colorful by all of the commotion of bags, luggage, ducks
and chickens being carried. Next, you will walk to a local market to
browse the colorful merchandise for sale.

Following your tour, a brief stop will be made at a local coffee shop for
refreshments before returning to the pier and ship.

PLEASE NOTE: There are 2 flights of stairs to access the indoor market.

Halong Bay by Junk « HAL-165
Duration: 3 Hours
Transport: Vietnamese Junks
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Halong Bay, set in the clear, emerald green Gulf of Tonkin, is where
there are found some 3,000 magnificent and imposing islands rising
out of the sea. These limestone and dolomite formations cloaked in
tropical foilage rise majestically from the ocean. These wonderful
shapes, each with a name, like islands of the ‘marionettes,’ ‘monkeys,’
or ‘toads,’ — the names firing the imagination as does the legend
which gave Halong Bay its name. ‘Ha Long’ means ‘dragon descending
into the sea,” and there is said to be a huge sea monster still residing
in these waters!

During the gentle cruise through the greener than green water and
around some of the islands, you will see caves worn into the rock by the
waves and the wind, little grottoes, and golden sandy beaches. The
islands actually stretch for some 80 miles and cover 1,000 square miles.

A variety of craft sail these waters-everything from big sailed Chinese
junks to little flat-bottomed boats selling all kinds of wares. Your cruise
around Halong Bay will give you the opportunity to view Vietnam’s
greatest natural wonders.

Halong's Countryside ¢« HNG-001
Duration: 5 Hours
Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach

This tour is designed for those who love the beauty and charm of
Halong's countryside, but are not fond of long drives.

Depart Cai Lan port for the drive to the Yen Tu Buddhist Zen
Monastery. As you pass by Halong's scenic countryside, you will cross
many villages surrounded by bamboo fences and limestone walls.
Upon arrival at the Yen Tu Buddhist Zen monastery, you will explore
the history of Vietnamese Buddhist Zen. After the former Tran kings
defeated Kublai Khan's troops in the 13th century, they abdicated
their thrones, settled into this primitive forest to dedicate their life to
Zen Buddhism and then introduced it to Vietnam. A photo stop will
be made at the limestone mountains that resemble Halong on land.

Next, your drive will continue along the charming countryside of
Halong for a visit to the farmers’ gardens, which are abundant with
fruit trees from Northern Vietnam. You will then walk into the village to
see an authentic Vietnamese community with houses, village temples,
street barbershop, coffee shops, and more. During your visit, you will
have an opportunity to chat with the farmers, learn how they plant
trees and raise the domestic animals, play with the children in the
village, and meet some farming families. You will take a look at their
altars to locate their ancestors, join them for a cup of local tea, and
sample local foods, including sweet potatoes.

Following your visit, you will re-board your coach for the return drive
to the pier.
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Hong Kong by Night ¢« HKG-004

Duration: 3 Hours

Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach and Tram
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Spectacular views from the top of Victoria Peak are yours to behold

during this unforgettable evening sightseeing tour of Hong Kong.
Depart the pier for Hong Kong Island via the Harbor Tunnel, and

begin your tour to the top of Victoria Peak, a popular tourist destination.

You will exit your coach to join the Peak Tram for the exciting 7-minute

ascent on its 4,593 foot-long track, then rejoin your coach at the top.

The Peak Tram has been in operation since 1888, and offers unparalleled

views of the city and harbor on the steep climb to its upper terminus.
Upon arrival at the Peak, you will proceed to Café Deco, where sheer

glass walls are all that stand between you and the Hong Kong Harbor

below. You will be served refreshments and canapés while admiring

stunning vistas of the city.

The Peak
Tram ride is not wheelchair-accessible. This tour must be requested at least one
week prior to sailing date, and is non-refundable once booked.

Hong Kong Orientation « HKG-4070
Duration: 4)2 Hours
Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach
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Explore some of Hong Kong’s most scenic and popular landmarks
during this memorable orientation tour of the island.

Depart the pier for Hong Kong Island via the Harbor Tunnel, and
begin your tour with an ascent of Victoria Peak. Upon arrival, you will exit
your coach to join the Peak Tram for the exciting ascent, then rejoin
your coach at the top. The peak is visited by millions of tourists and
locals every year, and offers unforgettable views and photo opportunities
of both the city and harbor.

Continue on for the drive past Repulse Bay to the southern side of the
island. Upon arrival, you will take in panoramic views of one of Hong
Kong's most popular and beautiful beaches, along with the beautiful
hotel that has long been a landmark. Next, you will proceed to Aberdeen,
an old fishing town where boat people still live traditional lives, and
noisy sampan ladies vie for customers to take their water taxis and
sightseeing trips. One of Hong Kong’s most famous landmarks,
the Jumbo Floating Restaurant, can be found here. You will then be
transferred to one of the motorized sampans for a ride in the harbor,

and visit one of Hong Kong's jewelry factories. Restrooms and
refreshments will be available.

Your tour will conclude with a stop at Hong Kong's Stanley Market,
located at the southernmost point of Hong Kong Island. Here, you
can browse the narrow lanes lined with small shops selling the latest
fashions, including leather and silk clothing, Chinese bric-a-brac and
Hong Kong souvenirs.

Following your tour, you will rejoin your coach for the return drive to
the pier and ship.

Lantau Island Monastery ¢ HKG-2411
Duration: 7 Hours
Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach and Cable Car

Discover the scenic beauty of Hong Kong's spectacular bridges,
mountains and historic sites during this delightful visit to Lantau Island.

Depart the pier for the drive to Lantau Island, Hong Kong's largest
outlying island. Upon arrival, a brief stop will be at the Tsing Yi viewing
platform for spectacular views and photo opportunities from the Tsing
Ma Bridge, the world’s longest road and rail suspension bridge. With
a length of over a mile, the Tsing Ma Bridge links the new airport on
Lantau Island to the Kowloon Peninsula.

Upon arrival at Tung Chung New Town, you will commence your tour
of Lantau Island. Your first stop is the Tai O fishing village, built on
stilts by the side of the river, and the center of Hong Kong's salt-panning
industry for 100 years. Enjoy walking these local streets allowing for a
closer glimpse at the daily life of its inhabitants. You will then travel
through the beautiful mountain scenery to Po Lin Monastery, the hub
of Buddhism in Hong Kong. Po Lin houses three magnificent statues
of Buddha, including Asia’s largest outdoor bronze Buddha, a bronze
Buddha standing more than 50 feet high and weighing 2,800 pounds.

After a vegetarian lunch at the monastery, you will have free time to
explore the Ngong Ping Themed Village prior to taking the 25-minute
cable car ride down to Tung Chung town.

Following your tour, you will rejoin your coach for the drive back to the
pier and ship.

PLEASE NOTE: This tour involves extensive walking, and many steps. Cable car
service is dependent upon weather conditions.
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Macau Old and New « HKG-003
Duration: 9 Hours
Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach

Experience Macao's diverse history, influences and architecture of
Macao during a full-day sightseeing tour of this thriving enclave.

Depart the ship via ferry for the T-hour and 15-minute ride to Macau.
Upon arrival, you will board your coach for a scenic ride along the
coastline, and see how this former Portuguese colony has evolved
into an eclectic blend of Florence, Monte Carlo and ancient China.

Your first stop will be at the Kun lam Statue, a towering structure
that has become a popular landmark of the city. It stands on a platform
above the Ecumenical Center of Religions, where you will be invited
to rest and meditate. From here, you will continue on to see the A-Ma
Temple. Macau’s most famous and picturesque temple, it consists of
four levels of prayer pavilions dedicated to the Taoist Goddess of A-Ma.

Next, a visit will be made to the Ruins of St. Paul, which depict the
history of Christianity in Asia. You will see its exquisitely carved, early-
17th-century stone facade and grand staircase; the only remnants of the
first Church and College of the Jesuits in China after a fire destroyed
the structure in 1835. You will then proceed to the former civic hub
of Senado Square, which is paved with a wave-patterned stone mosaic
that extends all the way to St Paul's, and was specially created by
Portuguese artisans.

The highlight of your tour will be a visit to the Macau Tower, the best
way to view the Pearl River delta during the day or night. You will ascend
the Macau Tower via high-speed glass-fronted lifts. Upon reaching
the Tower’s upper limits, unforgettable vistas and a delicious buffet
await your arrival. Your tour will conclude with a visit to the ever-popular
Sands Casino, one of many in this bustling cosmopolitan city. In addition
to baccarat, blackjack, roulette, boule, big and small, and fan-tan, you
will see hundreds of glittering slot machines, called hungry tigers by
the locals.

Following your tour, you will embark your ferry for the 1-hour and
15-minute return ride to the ship.

PLEASE NOTE: You will be required to carry your passport to participate on this
tour. Guests who require an entry visa for Hong Kong and wish to participate on
this tour, will need to apply for a double-entry visa. Please allow up to an hour in each
direction for immigration. In the event lunch at the Macau Tower is not available,
a set Macanese lunch will be served at the Club Militar de Macau, which is located
in an historic old building. This tour involves a considerable amount of walking, at
times on uneven ground, and approximately 150 steps. This tour is not recommended
for guests with limited mobility and guests who utilize a wheelchair.

Panoramic Hong Kong « HKG-005
Duration: 4 Hours
Transport: Air-Conditioned Coach
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Experience the scenic beauty and splendid sites of Hong Kong during
this panoramic half-day sightseeing tour of the city.

Depart the pier for Hong Kong Island via the Harbor Tunnel, then take
a scenic uphill drive to Victoria Peak. Upon arrival, a stop will be made
for unforgettable views and photo opportunities of the city, harbor
and beyond.

Next, your drive will continue past the green and low blockhouses
toward the southern side of the island, and on to beautiful Repulse Bay.
Here, you will take in splendid views of the South China Sea, beautiful
beaches and a uniquely designed luxury apartment adorned with a
hole in the middle; the hole is believed to be Feng Shui-related.

Afterward, you will return to Kowloon via the Western Tunnel, and
proceed on the highway to the New Territories. Along the way, you
will drive on one of the world’s biggest civil projects, the Tsingma Bridge,
which offers a wonderful view of the passage to the ocean. At the town
of Tung Chung, you will have an opportunity for a photo stop via the
Ngong Ping 360 Skyrail; a scenic and unique way to view the Hong
Kong Airport runway, and visit the Po Lin Monastery where the giant
Buddha is located.

Following your tour, you will be transferred back to the pier.

PLEASE NOTE: This tour has been specially created for guests not wishing to
walk. The tour includes three photo stops, and 1 comfort stop; the remainder of
the tour will be spent on the coach. Each guest will have a window seat on the
coach to maximize his or her view of the sites to be seen along the way.
