Upon arrival, you will have an opportunity to
try your hand at salmon fishing. Ketchikan’s waters are teeming with
salmon; the elusive king in May and June, the plentiful pinks in June
and July, and the fighting silvers, or coho salmon from mid-July through
September. Hooking a salmon is a truly memorable experience, as
they put up a good fight once hooked. 

The preferred method of fishing is trolling by downrigger. Generally,
the rods are placed in holders and lowered to specific depths. Once
the fish have been hooked, participants will then take the rod on a
rotating basis in order to land the fish.

There will be fishing pole for each guest
up to the Coast Guard-regulated maximum of six. If you wish, your
catch can be processed locally and shipped to your home for an
additional charge.

INSURANCE

The extent of insurance coverage in foreign countries varies widely
and depends on their laws and customs. Therefore, it is suggested
that guests consider obtaining short-term health and accident policies
prior to leaving home.

INCLUDED IN TOURS

Any required equipment not provided in connection with tours is
specified in the tour descriptions. Local guides typically accompany
tours to provide commentary and answer questions. Admission fees,
where required, are included. Meals, refreshments and snacks are
provided as specified in the descriptions.

NOT INCLUDED IN TOURS

Tours do not include any food or beverages not specified in the tour
description nor any expense incurred in returning to the ship separately
from the group or before the tour is completed.

PRICES AND ITINERARIES

Tour prices and specific itineraries are subject to change without notice.
Tour prices are published on the pre-request form sent along with
your cruise documents, and are available on-line 120 days prior to
sailing date. 

CANCELLATIONS AND REFUNDS

Tour and private arrangements are NON-REFUNDABLE after the
booking deadline. Unused tickets or voluntary cancellation due to
inclement weather are non-refundable.

WITHDRAWAL OF TOURS

RSSC reserves the right to withdraw any tour; to limit the number of
participants in any tour; or to make alterations in the operation of any
tour which RSSC or the tour operator deem advisable for the safety or
convenience of guests.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
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Embarking guests participating in RSSC hotel programs will find a
selection of pre-cruise tours to choose from at the hotel’s hospitality
desk. The tours can be billed to your shipboard account or paid
directly to the hospitality desk.

Disembarking guests participating in RSSC hotel program have a direct
transfer to the hotel included, but may opt to upgrade to a tour ending
at the RSSC post-cruise hotel. 

Disembarking air/sea guests with transfer vouchers have a direct
transfer to the airport included. If your flight departure time allows, you
may opt to upgrade to a tour ending at the airport.

Disembarking cruise-only guests may purchase a direct transfer or
post-cruise tour transfer from the onboard The Regent Travel
Concierge Desk.
