	 As there are no overhead or storage bins for carry-on luggage in the passenger cars, only luggage that can 

be held on your lap is permitted on the train. All other luggage will be checked and returned at the end of your 

train transfer.  Incidental food and beverage items may be purchased aboard the train with a major credit card; 

however, cash and traveler’s checks are not accepted as payment.
